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SUMMARY 

Introduction: 
Time is considered a very great value possessed by all people regardless of their age, sex, or disability . The similar thing between all people is the available time for them . 
  

Leisure time has many educational benefits for both the individual and society. The individual can develop his self and fulfilling his basic needs and practicing his hobbies through investing leisure time. Society can also promote its sectors and institutions through the perception of time value and best ways of investing it . 

  

Leisure time investment is also very important for visually impaired students. Due to the limitations imposed by the visual impairment in mobility in home and school, the leisure time for these students must be invested in order to prevent him from day dreams. Leisure time investment has become an important part of rehabilitation programs. The current study tries to set a proposed model for investing leisure time among visually impaired students . 

  
problem of the study : 

           Many studies have shown that visual handicapped increases of the leisure time as well as it has an importance in treatment of psychological stress and achieving personal and environmental adaptation among visually impaired students. The problem of the current study may be best summarized in the following question : 

1- What is the Suggested Perspective for investing leisure time among Blind students in the light of the experiences of some countries ? 

        This question may be branched into the following questions : 

1- What is the importance of investing leisure time ? 

2-  What are the educational perquisites for Blind students ? 

3-  What are the experiences of some advanced countries in the field of investing leisure time ? 

4-  What is the reality of investing leisure time among Blind students in Al Noor secondary schools ? 
Importance of the study : 

         The importance of the current study may be best shown if we consider the following points : 
   - It deals with an important case which is the leisure time among visually impaired students . 
  - The current study focuses upon the visually impaired students who are one of the most disabilities that have a great leisure time . 
 - Leisure time investment among visually impaired is very helpful in building their personalities and adapting with life . 
  

Objectives of the study : 

         The current study aims at :
 - Examining the importance of leisure time .
-  Examination of educational care of Blind students . 

-  Examination of some experiences in the field of investing leisure time among Blind students . 
- Examination of the reality of investing leisure time among Blind students in Al Noor schools . 
 - Presenting A Suggested Perspective for investing leisure time among Blind students . 

  
Limitations of the study :

Presenting A Suggested Perspective for investing leisure time among Blind students in Al Noor secondary schools . 
 2) Human Limitation : 
The Blind students in Al Noor secondary schools . 
 3) Place Limitation :
  The study is limited by the samples of these three schools : 

Cairo, Mansoura , and Aassuit schools .    

Methodology of the study : 

        The study utilized the Descriptive method in order to examine the quantitative and qualitative reality of some of Al Noor schools in Egypt .   

Sample of the study : 

  The researcher uses a purposive sample from three schools (Al Mansoura, Assuit, and Cairo ). The sample consisted of)  68( students (49 males / 19 females) . 

  

Tools of the study : 
  - A structured interview for Blind students in Al Noor secondary schools for examining the leisure time of them, ways of investing it, and difficulties that are facing them in investing it . 
  - The observation of the activities practiced by the students through field visits done by the researcher. 
  - Un structured interviews with some responsibilities ( the chief of special education department, the administrator of the schools, some of the psychologists in the schools, some of the sociologists in the schools, teachers of music, physical education, and computer……… )  

Steps of the study : 

   Firstly : the theoretical part of the study which consisted of : introduction, the problem of the study, its importance, its aims, concepts, limitations, methodology, tools, sample, and previous studies 

  

  Secondly : presenting a historical review about leisure time and its development in different eras and identifying the importance of investing the leisure time. The researcher also presented the appropriate activities for blind students. 

  

 Thirdly :  presented a historical review about the emergence and development of the care for blind students. The study presented some programs of educational care for blind children. 

  

Fourthly : the examination of some countries experiences in the field of investing leisure time among blind students. The researcher presented the experiences of Arizona school for blind in U.S.A , Josef Clark school for blind in England, and W. Ross Macdonald school for blind in Canada . 

  

Fifthly : give a qualitative and quantitative presentation of the reality of the education of blind students in Al Nour schools in Egypt . The researcher also carried out a field study in some Blind schools to collect data about the leisure time among blind students. 

  

Sixthly: the researcher presented the results of the field study and theoretical study , and presented a Suggested Perspective for investing leisure time among blind students in Al Nour secondary schools.
results of the study : 

           The results of the current study may be outlined in the following points: 

 - The sample of the study has a leisure time (54.4 %( of the students have 4 hours,) 26.5 %( has 5 hours,) 26.5 %( has 6 hours. In summer (20.6 %( of the students have 9 hours,) 47.1%( of the students have 10 hours,)  32.4 %( of the students have 12 hours . 
 - The important activities used by the students are radio and TV (95.5 %) where as)  4.5 %( uses computer . 
 - The role played by schools is not efficient in training students in investing leisure time. -The schools don't train students upon daily living skills, orientation and mobility or new communication technologies . 
 -)  72%( of the students are not satisfied with their leisure time investment .
 - ) 82.3%( of the students are not satisfied with the activities of leisure time investment that are presented by the school .
  - ) 67.6 %( of the students have daydreams due to the lack of positive activities, where as )25%( of the students are bored, and ) 7.3%( are anxious and stressed . 

 - The current facilities of the schools donot help students to practice the artistic and physical activities .   

 - ) 70.5 %( of the students proposed computer and internet are their best favorite activities . 
 - ) 52.9 %( of the students proposed that schools must give them vocational training . 

Suggested Perspective : 

       In the light of the experiences of foreign countries and the results of the field study, the researcher presented a Suggested Perspective for investing leisure time among blind students (in the scholastic year or in the summer holiday).The Suggested Perspective may be best shown in the following dimensions :

Firstly : the general aims of the program

1- Developing the blind's character (physical, intellectual, social, psychological, vocational aspects) .
2- Training the blind on daily life skills and orientation and mobility .
3- Encouraging the student to achieve the ends of his abilities .
4- Developing the spirit of independence, social responsibility  among students .
5-  Training the student to be able in participating in social work .   

Secondly : branch programs and activities in the program
      The researcher identified some of the programs and activities suitable for blind students that may help them in investing their leisure time such as the sportive program, artistic program, vocational program, and technological program. Each of these programs has its aims and a variety of activities .

Thirdly : the perquisites of the program
      There are many perquisites that are necessary for implementing the program of investing leisure time :

- Securing the facilities that are necessary for practicing artistic, sportive, and vocational activities .

- The availability of human resources  (teachers, specialists) who are able to implement the program .

- Benefiting from specialized experienced in different fields .
- Benefiting from the experiences of foreign countries .
- The necessity of a social institution that foster that program .
Fourthly : some difficulties that are facing the program
-There are many difficulties that are facing the program such as the lack of resources and facilities necessary for practicing the artistic and sportive activities .
-The time of the post day program is not appropriate for many students . 

-The teachers are not interested in the programs of the post day .they are also not perceiving the importance of leisure time .

The researcher suggests some alternatives to overcoming these difficulties:
- The organization between  the Ministry of Education and other social institutions to secure the necessary facilities. Also be banks and financial institution may support these schools and programs .

-Organizing workshops for teachers for increasing their knowledge about the importance of time . many specialists may follow up the implementation of the program .
