Abstract

The research entitled "Development of Secondary Education in Yemen in Light of Societal and International Changes: Proposed Conception". The research problem addressed the following main question: How can Secondary Education in Yemen Republic be Developed in Light of Local and International Changes, and their Needs? So, the study seeks to establish a proposed conception for developing secondary education in Yemen. It tackles, during the period 1990-2007, some high school education issues, such as, objectives, structure, admission policy, using Information technology and communication, and support to be a field for search and study. It also deals with the descriptive technique with its suitable research ways especially the qualitative analysis as a method for reaching the scientific truth.
The study consists of five chapters started with an introduction chapter and ended with a conclusion. The introduction tackles the related literature review, research problems, objectives, significance, limitations, proposed methodology and key words. The chapters reflect what exists in study plan. The first chapter focused on the local and international changes in such era declaring its features and impacts on education. The second and third chapters concern the fact of secondary education through its problems and aspects of developments. The fourth one expresses the international attitudes in the field of high education. The fifth chapter reflects research purpose and target objective through establishing a proposed conception for developing high education in Yemen according to the results reached in this study.
The study concluded, the third wave events with their different political, economic, social and cultural reactions require an educational system differing in its appearance and essence from the nature of educational system dominantly appeared in the past. These reactions help to enable us to graduate a new youth generation who can deal with age  changes and challenges. This is to not only have the changing and dealing skills with advanced technology in communication and information, but also know by heart the way to have knowledge. The local changes that move the Yemeni society from the policy for party forbiddance and completeness party, and the policy of oriented and mixed economy to a society made up of democracy and political multiplicity, and the economy based in market freedom  and the consequences of the social changes that lead to increase in education requirement. This requires an educational system able to prepare righteous citizen that can deal with others in discussion, argument, audience or trainees on practicing democracy, and able to get out a new generation having skills to be able to deal with local and external market needs.
The study illustrated that the high education in Yemen, despite some attached positive aspects on the quantitative level, is still having many obstacles and problems. Its issues related to objectives, structure, admission system, using information technology and communication, and support, are in bad need of efforts that exceed the trails and recent reformation. The study of international tendencies illustrates that the gap size is still big among them and the issues of the referred secondary education issues.
Therefore, the study concluded its axes with a group of suggestions and recommendations derived from some choices and alternatives for both of objectives, structure, admission policy, using Information technology and communication, and support, then followed by a long series of procedures inevitable to be executed.
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
