Objectives: This study aimed at exploring school students'
wishes by using content analysis methodology . Five categories
of analysis were used to classify the wishes: Reality of wishes,
difficulty of achieving wishes, self-centered, generality, and
content of wishes.

Method : school students (n=114) were divided into different
groups according to three variables: Sex, age, and degree of
giftedness. Wishes questionnaire (by author) visual imagination
test(Hanoura, 2003), TTCT (Torrance Test of Creative Thinking)
(Soliman & Abou Hatab, 1974), and progressive matrices
(Awad,1974) scales were used.

Results and Discussion : It was shown that real and self-
centered wishes were more common than other wishes among
Bahaini school students. Results were discussed in light of
Bahraini unique cultural values.

Were divided into two groups: younger
(7-12 years) and older group (13 - 16 years ), by (44) each
group of both sexes and an average age of 11.93 years and a
standard deviation of 2.73 years.

Method and Procedures : assessing aggressive behavior
and self-esteem scale by the researcher. : The results of the first
hypothesis, which singled out the disclosure of the differences in
aggressive behavior among young street children and the
elderly, and sex.

2- the Means of
Coping with Psychological Stressors Scale (Zedan Alsarttawy &
Abd Alaziz Alshakhs), and the 3- Minnesota Multiple Personality
Inventory (MMPI2) (Abdullah Askr and Husain Abd-el-Kader)

Results : The results indicated that the TAT can be of great
diagnostic and treatment value in terms of identifying the specific
stress signs and psych-somatic symptoms among mothers of
special needs children in the Egypt.
