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Abstract

The study aims to identify the most important educational
requirements of activating familial integration in Egyptian society. It
determines the contemporary societal obstacles to achieving the
objectives of familial integration. It defines the role of some involved
educational institutions to achieve the requirements of familial integration.
It also makes a proposal for activating such requirements. The study
adopted the descriptive approach because it fits its nature because of the
involved scientific, methodological, analytical, and field steps, starting
from data collection, writing the theoretical framework, to making a
proposal for activating the requirements of familial integration. It applied
a questionnaire to a sample of (800) university students in Sohag to
identify the reality of achieving educational, familial integration of the
Egyptian family in Sohag. The results showed some obstacles to familial
integration, such as the prevalence of unusual deviations and crimes,
domination of family violence, weak laws that protect the society
members from deviations, low income, weak religious piety, inadequate
knowledge of the dangerous technological and informational updates on
family stability. The results also illustrated a set of educational
requirements that should be provided by collaborating with the concerned
bodies and educational institutions. Accordingly, the study develops a
proposal for activating familial integration based on contemporary societal

changes.
